Please come dressed ready for camp. NO shorts, capris or pajamas. NO sleeveless or belly shirts. 

NO slippers, sandals, flip flops or Crocs. Shoes must completely cover the entire foot. 
NO CELL PHONES OR ELECTRONIC DEVICES ARE ALLOWED AT CAMP.
